After using the book for awhile | started to get the hang of how the
author laid things out- but a more detailed diagram (especially for board spacing and placement) would have saved me
afew mistakes (I had to extrapolate some measurements based on the overall length of the supports minus the panel
lengths to figure out how to assemble the entire thing). The author does give some good insight on how the make cuts,
and what tools can be used. The author likes to tell stories of how the projects came to light (interesting), but then
tends to get a bit bogged down in things like insect damage. | did give this 4 stars because the projects CAN be
completed and they turn out really nice. Y ou don't have to have a shop full of tools (al | have used so far was a
circular saw, jig saw, small jobsite table saw, palm sander, router (thisisreally optional as the edges of seats can just
be rounded off with a sander), cordless drill/driver, tape measue, adjustable square, a 18 gauge finish nailer (again
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optional as finish nails can be done by hand), sawhorses and quich bar clamps). | took off 1 star because thereis some
thought that has to go into assembly, and the materialslistsis alittle too vague and does not have a cutting guide.
