Since we do have some experience
there were afew things we noticed-check your shopping list against your cut list and see what the cheapest way of
buying your wood will be. We found that we didn't need afew of the boards we bought (but if you plan on building
more of the projects, thisisnot really a problem!). Also, look at the picture of the finished project and check it against
your hardware list. We found that we were missing 4 spring loaded snap rings (the book calls for 4-you will need 8).
All things considered, the book is great and has projects that anyone can build! If you were to buy many of these items
they would cost you three to four times as much as it does to build them.30 of 30 people found the following review
helpful.
