Here's the reason |
didn't give this book 5 stars: The dimensions shown are trash. In the coops I'm looking at, the measurements are
completely wrong. For instance, the Cat House: Length is 6 feet and it contains (from end to end) FOUR 12"x12"
nesting boxes. There is no extra space shown. Just the 4 nesting boxes. And it does not look six feet long in the
drawing OR thereal picture. Mine will be, because that's what | have planned all along.So, | love the book. The ideas
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and drawings are nice, but | cannot believe anyone would publish something with indicated dimensions so out of
measure.9 of 9 people found the following review helpful.

Nonetheless, | found the book to be
full of valuable information. Chances are one would have to change and adapt a chosen plan to perfectly fit his or her
needs anyway. | own Gail Damerow's book on raising chickens and it gives lots of guidelines on space requirements (|
highly recommend this book). After perusing this book for inspiration, and using Gail's book for facts and figures, |
got out pencil and paper (and an eraser) and designed my own coop to fit my future flock's size (32) and my chosen
management style (mobile coop/free-range).
